Students must complete and achieve a
Satisfactory in every SAC/SAT that is set in their
subject. The SAC/SAT also contribute to their
ENTER score.

It is imperative that students complete every SAC/
SAT. Ifitis impossible to so on the appropriate
day then procedures are set in place. | cannot
emphasize enough the importance of following
these procedures. Here are the technical details:

VCE UNIT RESULT DESCRIPTIONS
Satisfactory result
The student receives S for a unit when the school
determines that all outcomes are achieved satis-
factorily.
Not Satisfactory result
The student receives N for the unit when one or
more of the outcomes are not achieved because:
the work is not of the required standard
the student has failed to meet a school
deadline for the assessment task, including where
an extension of time has been granted for any
reason, including Special Provision
the work cannot be authenticated
there has been a substantial breach of rules
including school attendance rules.

YEAR 12 CHEMISTRY EXCURSION

On Friday 27th February Year 12 Chemistry
students from Parkwood and Maroondah went
to Monash University Clayton as part of the
teaching and assessment program for the
Year 12 VCE Chemistry course.

The purpose of the excursion was to allow
students to use quite sophisticated instruments
that are usually too expensive for schools to
purchase.

The experiments that were carried out included
the analysis of soy sauce for the presence of
sodium, the analysis of an iron tablet for the
amount of iron it contained, the determination

of the alcohol levels in samples of red and white
wine and the determination of the amount of
caffeine in Coke Zero®.

Groups of students carried out different analyses
and learned how to use equipment including Atomic
Absorption spectrophotometers, both Gas and high
performance Liquid chromatographs and a

UV — visible spectrophotometer. All these
instruments are routinely used in analytical

chemistry in industries as diverse as those that Mwilye Sikanyika (Maroondah) adjusting

produce beverages, food, pharmaceuticals and the gas flow to the AAS flame prior to ana-

wines. lyzing a sample of soy sauce for sodium
content.
