Dear Parents and Students,

Much has been written in the local papers about funding from the State Budget
being provide to the Maroondah Regeneration Project We are about to
commence community consultation to start the planning process. | include in
this Newsletter a repeat of a letter posted to every household. | encourage you
to consider the possibility of attending one of the evenings to hear the potential
of what is planned and to become proactively involved with process as it moves
forward. The letter reads as follows:

There are seven state secondary schools in the Maroondah Local Government
Area — Parkwood, Norwood, Croydon, Maroondah, Ringwood, Heathmont
Secondary Colleges and Croydon Community School.

These schools come together as the Maroondah Education Coalition and have
worked co-operatively for a number of years to provide better opportunities for
staff and students.

We have improved access to computers through a Leading Schools Fund
initiative that provided a laptop program. We run shared classes at senior school
and a common Year 12 induction program and common Year 12 holiday revision
programs. We also run common professional development for our staff. All of
these programs have been highly successful.

At the same time we have been looking in the longer term, at ways of improving
educational access and outcomes for all of our students.

In the recent budget the State Government supported this planning with an
allocation of $1M. The money is to support planning for the refurbishment and
rebuilding of the 7 schools on five sites. It will provide us with the opportunity to
deliver sustainable 21% century programs in 21 century facilities for all our
students.

This proposal has the support of all 7 School Councils, the Principals and the
Department of Education and Early Childhood Development.

It is now time to take our proposals to the community for consultation and input.
We want everyone to have the opportunity to have their say.

You are therefore invited to attend one of the meetings as listed on the invitation
on the reverse side of this page.

The meetings will be led by Dr Jim Watterston, Regional Director of the Eastern
Metropolitan Region of the Department of Education and Early Childhood
Development.
