Dear Parents and Students,

During last term we made several pleas and several phone calls home to
parents of students riding bicycles, asking for helmets to be worn on the
journey to and from school. We did have some success, but it didn’t prevent
several students receiving either written warnings or on the spot fines when
the traffic branch did spot checks last Thursday and Friday. Despite all the
attention we have been giving the matter | remain highly concerned for the
number of students who continue to fail to follow our rules and the road laws.
Many students are not even carrying a helmet and when questioned claim
they do not have one. Apart from the rules/law issues | have enormous
concerns for the safety of the individual.

The school is not prepared to continue to take the risk of the potential injury.
If your son or daughter fails to be correctly wearing a helmet they will be
required to leave their bicycle locked at school until it is either collected by a
parent, or by the student, correctly wearing a helmet. Should your son or
daughter have their bike confiscated, you will be informed by the school, to
arrange for the expeditious return of the bicycle, as indicated in my previous
statement.

| do ask for you complete support and assistance in this matter. | am
desperate to ensure that Maroondah students have maximum protection
against head injuries should worst case scenario occur whilst travelling to
and from school by bike. We are simply running out of alternatives.

Eligibility
A parent or guardian of a primary or secondary school student, up to the age of 16, who holds a
current pensioner concession or health care/benefit card on the first day of the first and/or third terms
in the school year, is eligible for the payment of the EMA

Continuing claims

The names of all parents/guardians who received the first instalment will be resubmitted by the
college for payment of the second instalment unless they advise that they no longer wish to claim the
EMA or are no longer eligible, e.g. if their pension concession or health care/benefit card has expired
or if they are no longer a foster parent.

New Claims
If you were not paid the EMA in the first instalment (even if you applied but were not eligible), you
must submit the second instalment application to th e college by Friday the 7th August 2009.

Claim Forms

The EMA application forms are available from the General Office. Completed forms, supported by a
current pensioner concession or health care/benefit card, must be submitted to the office no later than
Friday, 7th August 2009 for the second half year payment. Note: The Department of Education

will not accept late applications.
